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FOURTH AMENDMENT TO THE 
DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, RESTRICTIONS AND EASEMENT S 

FOR TREE TOPS NEIGHBORHOOD 

THIS FOURTH AMENDMENT TO THE DECLARATION OF COVENAN TS, 
RESTRICTIONS AND EASEMENTS FOR TREE TOPS NEIGHBORHO OD (the "Fourth 
Amendment") is made as of December 8, 2003, by TREE TOPS I, LLC , a Florida limited 
liability company (the "Declarant"). 

WHEREAS, Declarant is the "Declarant" as defined in that certain  DECLARATION 
O F  C O V E N A N T S ,  R E S T R I C T I O N S  A N D  E A S E M E N T S  F O R  T R E E  T O P S  
NEIGHBORHOOD which was recorded on or about September 6, 2002, at O.R. Book 
11914, Page 1443, Public Records of Hillsborough County, Florida, hereinafter referred to as 
the "Declaration"; 

WHEREAS, the TREE TOPS NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION, INC . has certain 
duties and responsibilities pursuant to the Declaration, 

WHEREAS, the Declarant has the unilateral right and power, pursuant to the 
Declaration (including without limitation Section 16.5 thereof), to amend the Declaration; 

WHEREAS, control of the Association's Board has not transitioned to the 
Members (other than the Declarant); and 

WHEREAS, Declarant desires to amend the Declaration as hereinafter set forth 
below. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Declarant, pursuant to the terms of the Declaration, 
including without limitation Sections 16.5 thereof, hereby amends the Declaration of 
Covenants, Restrictions and Easements for Tree Tops Neighborhood as follows: 

1 . The first (1st) paragraph of Section 13.2 of the Declaration is hereby 
amended in its entirety to read as follows: 

"13.2 Construction of a Boat Dock. Each Lot which abuts the Common 
Area in which the large lake in the Neighborhood is located (partially shown on the 
initial Plat as "Tract B-2") may construct one (1) single story small boat dock (with  
the horizontal surface area of such dock  not to exceed 150 square feet over the 
surface of the lake past the normal high water line). Such dock: (1) shall be constructed to 
the rear of the Lot, unless the Committee allows otherwise; (2) shall not extend more 
than ten feet (10') into the lake from the normal high water line of the lake  (and the 
distance from the point where the dock first crosses the normal  high water line of the 
lake, to the furthest point on the dock which lies over water, shall be shown on the 
sketch to be submitted to the Committee for approval); and (3) shall only be used by 
the Owner of such Lot and the Owner's family and non- 
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commercial guests and invitees. The deck surface of any such dock shall not be 
constructed higher than the minimum height allowed by governmental permitting 
authorities, subject to review, approval and any variance (if any) allowed by the 
Committee. The height of the deck surface, above the normal high water line, 
shall be shown on the sketch which is submitted to the Committee for approval of 
the dock. No floating dock, roof, lift system or Cabana shall be allowed.  The portion 
of any such dock over land shall be buffered by landscape in accordance with a 
landscape plan approved by the Committee, and such landscaping shall be 
Maintained and replaced as needed to stay in compliance with such plan. Wetscaping 
with aquatic plants may also be required around the dock, and if so required, shall 
be Maintained and replaced as needed to stay in compliance with any such 
requirement The construction of any such dock shall also be contingent upon, and 
subject to, any and all applicable governmental rules, regulations, restr ict ions,  
codes,  Laws and statutes,  and subject to any and al l  other architectural 
review. Rules and Regulat ions, and guidelines in, or adopted pursuant to, this 
Declaration, and any permits and approvals required by any of the foregoing. In 
addit ion, such guidelines may prohibit the use of certain materials, railings, 
floating docks, etc. The restrictions and requirements in the Declaration and 
exhibits with regard to construction of a dock shall not apply to any dock 
constructed by or at the direction of the Declarant." 

Additions have been underlined, but only for ease of reference. 

2. The fourth (4th) paragraph of Article XIV of the Declaration is hereby 
amended in its entirety to read as follows: 

"Supply l ines for the wel l water irr igat ion system shall be run to the 
perimeter of each Lot. Each Owner, at their own cost and expense, shall hook up 
each underground irrigation system on such Owner's Lot to any well water system 
created or constructed by Declarant , or Declarant 's successor, assignee, 
transferee or licensee. Each Owner shall hook up their underground irrigation 
system(s) using a pipe color other than white, and shall also install a valve to shut 
off the well water from the Lot's irrigation system and an operable back flow 
prevention device. It shall be the responsibility of each Owner to maintain that 
back flow prevention device, and to replace it when necessary. The use of hose 
bibs, garden hoses, movable sprinklers, or other non-permanent means of water 
application are prohibited and shall not be connected to the well irrigation system 
or the irrigation system on any Lot." 

Additions have been underlined, but only for ease of reference.
