The advice of the Hillsborough Sheriff’s Office was that a resident would need to call them at 247-8200 and report him while on site.  At that point a Deputy would come to the property, escort them to the station and issue a trespass warrant.  However, a member of the community must be present when the Deputy arrives to make an in person complaint.

Montague Street Improvements

Described below are the improvements being proposed for putting in an aluminum fence along Montague Street.   If you have any comments or suggestions, you can email Diane at diane@montgomerypropertyservices.com or Brian at brian.bradway@raymondjames.com.  This proposal will be reviewed at the June 1st meeting.
· The existing chain link fence would be removed behind the lots at the end of Beagle Run Place.  
· A new aluminum fence would be installed starting at the existing Tree Tops sign on the right of the entrance and toward the pond.   The first of four brick columns would be installed in this location.    The aluminum fence would then go across the area by the pond and hit a second brick column where our current chain link fence exists.   The aluminum fence would then follow the path of the current chain link fence and hit the third brick column prior to turning down the road to the end of Montague Street.   The last of the four brick columns would complete the fence at the end of Montague Street.  A brick wall was also priced running in back of the two lots at the end of Beagle Run, however this would have added an addition $100,000 to the total price of this improvement.
· The two pieces of chain link fence that extend into the pond will be removed and not replaced.
· 9 (6 – 8 foot) ligustrum trees will be planted inside the fence near the existing cypress trees to provide more privacy for the homeowners on Beagle Run on the pond side.  
· 4 (14 – 16 foot) Magnolia Trees will be planted along the fence in back of the Elizee Property.    The existing bamboo cluster will be removed in order to remove the chain link fence and install the new fence.  
· 5 (14 – 16 foot) Magnolia Trees will be planted along the fence that runs parallel to Montague Street.  Existing trees and plants will be saved if possible.   All the trees will be trimmed and the area cleaned up.  4 (8 foot) Wax Myrtle trees will be planted in this area as well.
· A new drip irrigation system will be installed to water the trees that are planted.   The cost of this will be from a grant provided by Hillsborough County.
