HO Assessment Update
The board is happy to announce that HBH has paid their homeowner assessments on the properties that are not in foreclosure.   I am also happy to announce they paid the accrued assessments on the homes for recent mowing, cleanup of debris on the properties, late fees and interest.  The homes they paid HOA dues on are:

· 9602 Tree Tops Lake Road which is the lot between the two new homes.

· 9641 & 9643 Tree Tops Lake Road which are the two back lots

At the present time there is still close to forty five thousand dollars in home owner assessments outstanding for the current budget year.   45 day lien notices will be mailed on September 1st.   All outstanding collections have been charged late fees and are accruing interest at this point.
Property Management Company Transition
The board has been very busy transitioning our property to the new management company.   New bank accounts have been opened.   All the vendors we use have been established at the new company as well.   Our web site has been updated with contact information.

The envelope was from FCAM (First Choice Association Management).   There is a form in the envelope that requests information from you and we would greatly appreciate you returning the form to First Choice. Cuteri Dock – We are happy to announce a final resolution has been reached with the Cuteri dock.   We thank Frank and Cheri for complying with the neighborhood declarations and agreeing to modify their dock.   As part of the agreement the association agreed to pay one-half of the expenses of modifying the structure.   The total cost to the association was $3,115.

A proper ARC submission will also include your lot survey, pictures and a full description of the change.   Failure to submit a complete application may result in delays to your application being approved.   We highly recommend that you send your ARC application Certified Mail with a return receipt.

Compliance Items in Focus  
Recently we have been asked to address the following deed restriction matters that are not in full compliance:

Boats on the Lake – Each owner of a lot on the lake may have only one boat and the boat must not be on the bank of the lake.  The boat can stay in the water but must be secured to a dock or kept in the owner’s garage.

Speeding Cars – Several complaints come in each month about residents who speed through the neighborhood.   It is important to watch your speed to insure that you are under the posted 25 mph speed limit.
Trampolines – Once again trampolines have become an issue.  Trampolines require an approved ARC application and must be landscaped around to ensure that they are not in full view of your neighbors.   The same requirement is applied to all play facilities.

Dirty Roofs – The roofs of our homes need to be pressure washed from time to time.  This will remove all the dirt and mold that accumulates on the roofs.   We highly recommend that you contact:
