Time for Reminders….

Trees
This is the time of year to fertilize your street oak trees.  Last year the association took on the expense of fertilizing these trees but fertilizing the trees are a homeowner’s responsibility    Fertilizer can be purchased at Home Depot, Lowes or any of our local nurseries.   Tree and Shrub fertilizer can be used on these and simply follow the directions on the bag.    Usually 3 – 6 coffee can scoops of fertilizer are all these trees need to do well.

Trash
Once again we have been asked to remind folks about picking up trash at the park.   Many of us are out and about and if you have a spare moment feed the wastebaskets at the park.   In our next budget cycle we plan to add another trash container at the park.


ARC Forms
Most changes to the outside of your home require an ARC form.   This is a friendly reminder that you need to complete this form and have approval prior to starting exterior changes.   The process is very simple and turnaround time has been very quick.   

In addition, a homeowner was recently contacted by the county about removing trees that looked healthy.    The homeowner had arborists come out and they attested to the fact that the trees are in-deed in perfect health and did not need to be removed.    The board helped the homeowner with a contact at the county Environmental Protection Commission who recommended avenues for mitigation.    We wanted to tell you about this and let you know that even if something like this happens an ARC form would be required to remove healthy trees.

Miscellaneous Violations

Now is a great time to start replacing dead shrubs and trees and improving yards that need maintenance.   The board has had the management company hold letters until April.

Sidewalks and roofs need to be kept clean and free of mildew.    Our recommended contractors section has folks who can take care of this for you!

Acting proactively on these items will save the association money and prevent you from getting a violation letter from the management company.   The management company makes routine visits to the neighborhood several times each month. 



Improvements Planned

The next rounds of improvements are planned.    The top priorities of the board are as follows:

· Landscape improvements at the circle in the front of the neighborhood and planting of our spring flowers.
· Landscape improvements at the front entrance including replacing the dead Indian Hawthorne with ilex shilling.   A queen palm will be planted behind each wing wall and a new Sylvester palm will replace the Little Gem magnolia tree that will be transplanted in a different location.    In addition, the two beds inside the gate will be improved.
· Montague Fence improvements which will start this budget year and finish early in the next fiscal year.
We will quickly be starting our planning for our budget that will run from July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012.   Items for next year include:

· Getting a new trash can for the playground
· Applying for a new irrigation and landscape grant and adding new Washington Palms in front of the new fence.   Also adding two other queen palms behind the wing walls.
· Having the pavers pressure washed and sealed by the front entrance and circle.
· Having the brick wall washed and the original gate painted along with the entry gate.
· Adding some new virbarnum in the playground to fill in the hedge
